Call FEMA for up-to-date information on what to do.  When debris is removed, it takes away the water level, it was suggested that you LEAVE THE DOORS because they show the water level, so that when the FEMA team inspects your home, they will be able to tell where the water was.  However, call them to make sure you have up-to-date instructions and take pictures every step of the way.  Can’t impress upon everyone the importance of that.
